Terms and conditions
APPLICATION FORMS
The application form must be completed in full, and copies of all documents requested must accompany the form.  In the event of the documents not being enclosed, these must be forwarded prior to the event.  No trader will be allowed to trade without presenting the necessary documentation.
WITHDRAWL FROM EVENT
In the event of withdrawal a refund of 100% of total invoice will be allowed up to the period of 1st October 2023, 50% between 2nd October – 1st  November 2023, thereafter no refund will be allowed.
ALLOCATION OF SITES
The site and position of the stand space will be entirely at the discretion of the event committee; however, they will endeavour to meet any requests made by a stall holder regarding the position of his/her stand.  
All Trade stall stands must complete a risk assessment and health and safety policy statement which must be available for inspection.

Each site will be clearly marked and in no circumstances will Stall holders be allowed to occupy a larger space than that allocated to them.   NO stall holder may tamper with the allocation of stand space any change of position must be agreed with the event secretary.  In the event of this not being the case the event organiser reserves the right to instruct the said person to relocate to their allocated position.
The stall holder will be responsible for all damage to their site by them or their servants or agents, and hereby undertakes to make good any such damage.  The organisers reserve the right to offset any repair costs to the said stall holder.
It is the responsibility of the stall holder to clear all litter from their site throughout the day and at the close of the event.  Any area that requires to be cleaned by the organisers will incur charges.
Vehicles which are not part of an exhibition must be parked in the designated area no later than 0930 hrs.  Vehicles which are part of the exhibition must be always within the boundaries of the pitch.
EVENT REGULATION

The event organisers have appointed stewards and officials who are responsible for the interpretation of event regulations.  Therefore, stall holders and employees, whilst at the event must always abide by the rules and regulations.
HEALTH AND SAFETY REGULATIONS
All trade stall holders must be conversant with and comply with all current Health and Safety regulations, particularly with respect to their equipment and public safety.  A relevant Risk Assessment must be completed, dated, and signed and returned to Hay Farm Heavy Horse Centre, Nr Heatherslaw, Crookham, Northumberland prior to the event.  Where appropriate a copy of the Health and Hygiene Certificate must also be supplied.  No food or drink may be sold to the public which is intended for immediate consumption.   GLASS MAY NOT BE USED AT THE EVENT.  
FIRE
It is the responsibility of each trade stall holder to ensure that their risk assessment addresses fire hazards and that their own fire precautions are provided, particularly in the case where any heating or other similar appliance is used.  The event organisers reserve the right to make further rules and regulations in respect of fire precautions, if and when necessary.
NOISE
Stall holders must not use any loudspeaker apparatus, noisy engines, or any other offensive practices to cause annoyance to adjoining exhibitors.  In the event of using own personal generators these must be silent running.
TRADING STANDARDS
The stewards and officials shall have power to remove from the event any stall holder whose articles are not in accordance with the description given on the application form or the standards that shall be determined by the stewards and officials.  Trading Standards officers may visit trade stands throughout the event.
SUB-LETTING
Event ground space is for the sole and exclusive use of the applicant ONLY
ELECTRICITY
Electricity can be provided, however there will be a charge for this.  Please contact the organisers to make arrangements.  Alternatively, you can use your own generator.

STALL HOLDERS’ RESPONSIBILITIES
The stall holder will indemnify the event organisers in respect of all actions causes claims losses proceedings or costs incurred claimed or arising out of the use by the stall holder/demonstrator of the event site or by his/her agents contractors employees licensees or other persons being present at his/her request or with his/her concurrence for the purposes of the event and the stall holder shall similarly be liable for all plant equipment, vehicles, stands, animals, livestock, goods or other things of whatever kind or nature brought onto the event site for whatever purposes and the stall holders shall be liable similarly for any matter arising out of the exhibition handling or housing of such exhibits and the conduct of the exhibitor’s stand generally.  Acceptance of this foregoing provision and the foregoing provisions generally shall be a condition precedent of entry.
LOSS/THEFT
 The property of stall holders is of their sole responsibility, Hay Farm Heavy Horse Centre or event organisers accept not liability for any loss or theft of property.
EVENT CANCELLATION
The event organisers reserve the right to cancel at any time and for any reason, subject to the event secretary giving at least 24 hours’ notice of cancellation to the stall holder except in the case of the cancellation being due to fire, adverse weather, flooding, civil commotion, Act of God, or riot, in which case notice given verbally or otherwise by the event Secretary shall be deemed sufficient.  If the event organisers decide to cancel the event, the trade stand holder/demonstrator will be repaid his/her entry fee, less a small handling charge, and the event organiser will not be responsible for any financial, trading, or other loss of whatever kind incurred by the trade stand holder.
In the event of cancellation by the organisers a refund to the applicant will be 100% up until 1st October 2023, 50% refund from 2nd October – 1st November 2023, thereafter no refund will be allowed.

In the event of cancellation due to Governmental Covid restrictions a full refund will be given up until 1st December 2021.
VACATING THE EVENT
Stall holders must clear their sites no later than 1800 hrs 12th December.  The event organiser will not be held responsible for any loss or damage caused to items.
STALL HOLDERS’ GOODS ETC
All vehicles and goods are taken onto the event location and parked in the events car parks at their owner’s risk; the members of Hay Farm Heavy Horse Centre will not take any responsibility for loss or damage.  The event organiser and Company will also not be held responsible for any accident or injury caused by or involving articles belonging to stall holders.  By signing these terms and conditions shall indemnify Hay Farm Heavy Horse Centre against, any legal proceedings arising from any accident caused by stall holders or their employees.

STALL HOLDERS WILL BE HELD RESPONSIBLE FOR ALL FIRE AND ACCIDENTAL DAMAGE CAUSED BY THEM, THEIR SERVANTS, OR AGENTS, AND THEREFORE STALLHOLDERS SHOULD INSURE NOT ONLY AS REGARDS THEIR OWN PROPERTY, BUT ALSO AGAINST THIRD PART CLAIMS, FOR BOTH FIRE AND ACCIDENTAL DAMAGE.
